THE ORGAN

Many will recall with gratitude the
long association which the late Laurence
Denham had with St. John’s Church.
One of his particular interests was in the
musical tradition of the church, and
especially in the project for the com-
pletion of the organ.

It is not surprising therefore, that
among his many generous bequests, a
sum of money was specified for the in-
clusion of a 32ft pedal reed stop; which
through lack of funds at the time of the
1959-60 rebuild, had to be left for some
future occasion.

In the present period of inflationary
trends, it will be well understood that
the cost of such a stop would now be
considerably in excess of the item orig-
inally stated in Laurence Denham’s will.
Moreover the Vestry has recently been
advised by the organ builders that a fur-
ther $1200 will now be needed to add
this ‘Bombarde’ stop, and to complete the
installation as had been anticipated by
the end of the year.

It was felt that some of our parishion-
ers might appreciate an opportunity to
contribute personally to the added ex-
pense of this stop, which will undoubted-
ly provide a most fitting memorial
tribute to one who has given so much
spiritually and materially to the church
which he and we all love so much.
