I can remember going aleng to Sunday School in my school uniform. (If thak happened
today, children would go ouk on strike). However, after this firsk major hurdle in life
I joined the ranks of tEhe okher children.

e used to celebrate our birthdays by blowing out candles thak were placed in a wooden
block. The piece of wood was painted red and had a yel low bop and i f anyone had kried ta
eat it they would have been in considerable brouble and be threatened with legal acktion.

My inkroduction bo Sunday School educakion was via the “sand-tray”. This was used by Mr
Howe, my teacher, who used ik extensively as a keaching aid. I had no idea thak so much
of the Old Testament was located in the desert: bubt in those days I was open kg
anything. Ik seemed that I |earned mosk of my lessons and gained undersktandi ng of Bod's
word Ehrough tEhe “sand-tray”.

Very methodical |y we were btaught memory verses thak were duplicated from a machine thak
reeked of fluid and each page seemed to be drenched in ik. The words were blurrec E we
managed to learn and repeat them. kthe purple ink would indelibly write these verses on
my mind. Each week we would recikte them. :

The pinnacle of success of our Sunday School was receiving bhe ‘Sunday School Cup’.
This huge cup was given to people wha did nokt miss a Sunday. Ik was only when I was in
sixth class that ik dawned on me Ehak I could possibly win this accolade if I put in Ehe
discipline. 5o Ehak year; rain, hail or shine I was determined in my acktion.

I can remember sitking at the table with my Sunday School Superintendent and a girl,
and suggesting that I did not think it was a good idea ko sing songs because there was
sa few. (The main reason was khat I did not want bo seem an idiot in fronk of them.)
fifter my faikthful ness I shared the ‘cup’ wikh Ehe girl for six months. I don'k know whakt
moti vated her but I can say tEhabt my mobives were nok pure. Mr Thomas said we had a very
good record for atbending Sunday School and I agreed wikh him about all Ehe effork I had
put in.

In my middle years MNrs Bell was my keacher. She brought all her bogks in a cane basket.

She walked ak 100 m.p.h. (thask was the speed bthen) and would atbtack people wikth her set
of books. She would be one of bhe most ferocious evangelisks 1 have ever mekb. wore

this hat thakt was like a crash helmet khak gripped her head.l really khought was
cemented on. In her bag she kepk a plaskic shesk which she would hurl across the grass
and once we sak on 1E we were her vickims.

If we could strebtch ouk our hands we could grab some nuks bhak had fallen from kthe
tree, these were greakt ko khrow ak each obher when she was.nokt |ooking.- I can-remember -
that we were always kalking about the wars in the Old Tesktament which seemed ko excike
us all. David and Goliath was 3 favourike.

It was when I moved into the Senior Bible Class that I became aware of Ehe Neu
Testament. Each week Mr Sinclair used ko wrike his lessons out and place them in @8
binder which he had. We knew how long he had by seeing when the paper sktopped curling
bEhat would be the end of the lesson. I Ehought Mr Sinclairc was a very clever man becauSe
he wrote so much of the Bibie.

By this skage our classes had splikt inkto boys and girls. Mr Sinclair Eook us and.ﬂl:5
Keane took Ehe girls. The highlight of Ehe year was when we had a party in Mr Sinclair s
garage. This combined khe classes and we book our records.

I did not know whether M- Sinclair would understand my music. All I can remember of EAS
night is that I waited around for a long Eime for something to happen, buk we just Stﬂc'
| ooking at each other and ake chips, bhen we found a football and had a game at Ehe ba
of the house. I had come to the end of my row and next year was fel | owship.




M~ Howe, Mr Sinclair, Mrs Bell and Mr Thomas had a very large input in my life. I don’k
khink people really realised how much. I wonder whether people pragyed for them me_ek by
week as they kaught me about God and Ehe life I should live for him. They were faithful
in bheir witness, sometimes a little hard to follow but I saw they always wanted to

share Jesus wikh others.

This last year I have been able to observe Ehe di fferent aspects of youth work in this
parish and see the impact of others on chi |dren. We need to pray Ehat God will use Ehese
Fimes bo culbivate an understanding of Him Ehrough a relabtionship bhak will encourage
the growth of faith and lives that live for Him.
